To start the new year right, you must let go of any old grudges that are
weighing you down. Philip Yancey describes forgiveness as an unnatural
act and says, ‘You don’t find dolphins forgiving sharks for eating their
playmates. It's a dog-eat-dog world ... not a dog-forgive-dog world.’
Bitterness comes naturally when you've been hurt, whereas forgiving is
supernatural and requires God’s enabling grace. But remember, Jesus
said, ‘If you do not forgive... your Father will not forgive your sins.’
Humanly speaking, there is not on single reason God should forgive your
sins, yet the offences He pardons you for every day far outweigh anything
you will ever be asked to forgive others for. By forgiving, you change the
whole dynamic.

Its a medical certainty that forgiveness adds years to your life. As a
general rule, when you talk to people who've passed the eighty-year mark
you find they are at peace with themselves—because they've learned to
forgive and let go.
