I’m about to make a reasonably controversial statement. Our ministry 
to young people may be the most important ministry in the church. 
I wonder how you feel about that. Let me explain why… 
 
Our Children’s Ministry is quite often the first place a child has an 
encounter with Jesus Christ.  Almost every week at Adventure Club we 
have children come along for the very first time. It is the first time many 
of them have ever attended our Church. In fact it is the first time they 
have attended any Church. For some it is even the first time they have 
heard the stories of Jesus. And even for those who may have heard a 
few things about God, for most it is the first time they have been told that 
God loves them. 
 
Children’s Church, Adventure Club and our Youth Groups are helping 
set the foundations of faith that should be built on the gospel.  We, as 
those who love Jesus and love our children, need to take this fact very 
seriously. What we do in Children’s Ministry and Youth Ministry has 
great implications in the future for how our children view the gospel, 
Jesus, and the church.  
 
While research shows us that parents remain the most important faith 
influencers in their children’s life, our ministries to children and teens 
play an important part in coming alongside of families to reach their 
children for Jesus. 
 
So please take some time this coming week to pray for our ministry to 
young people. Uplift Joshua Cole and Samantha Armstrong. Pray for all 
the leaders and helpers. And pray for the wonderful young ones who 
come along each week to our various activities. Pray that they will come 
to know and love Jesus and choose to follow him with all their heart.
